Before moving to MN 
in 1996, Mark founded the NJ Chapter of US Lacrosse 
and ran numerous clubs, leagues and tournaments 
including the Jersey shore LC, Garden State Game, 
War at the Shore and Gill Gibbs All-Star game. He 
played football (Offensive line) and lacrosse (crease 
attack) at Kean University in NJ. He also refereed HS 
lacrosse and was an assistant coach to the legendary 
(300 wins) Hawley Waterman at Kean from 84-87.
